Assignment:

Students will attend one professional or semi-professional music performance (YOSA does not count).  Selection of this event must have orchestra director’s prior approval.  A written critique must be submitted to the orchestra director within one week following the performance.  The critique should include minimal background information about the performing ensemble, repertoire performed by the ensemble, historical and stylistic considerations in the performance as well as your critique of the performance.  The paper should focus on your critique of the performance.  This rubric must be stapled to the top of the critique.  The concert program must also be turned in with the critique.  Write your name on the program, but do not staple the program to the critique.  Remember not to use 1st person when writing your papers!  This concert can not be one in which you were a performer.

Concert critique is due within one week of the concert.
